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[bookmark: _GoBack]P22233 Lieutenant Lloyd Herman Adams of the 1st Canadian Parachute Battalion was killed in action on 6 June 1944 and is buried at the Ranville War Cemetery, Calvados, France.  Lloyd was born on 10 April 1916 in Prince Albert, Saskatchewan.   He was educated at the Ridge School and in 1924 his family moved to Vawn, Saskatchewan where he attended school.  He also attended the collegiate in Battleford and graduated from high school.  While still in school he joined the Militia serving in the Prince Albert and Battleford Volunteers.  On completion of high school he joined the Permanent Force of the Canadian Army on 26 August 1937 in Winnipeg, Manitoba.  Lloyd Adams was taken on strength to the ‘A’ Company, Princess Patricia’s Canadian Light Infantry.  He was appointed to the rank of Corporal on enlistment.  On 19 September 1938 he was cross posted to the Machine Gun Platoon of the regiment.  When war broke out Cpl Adams transferred to the Active Force at Fort Osborne Barracks, Winnipeg, Manitoba on 2 September 1939.  Due to reorganization he was reduced to the rank of Lance Corporal.  L/Cpl Adams was transferred to Military District #10 where he was an instructor at the Infantry Training Centre in Winnipeg.  As an instructor he was appointed as an Acting Sergeant.   He was confirmed in his present rank on 1 August 1940 and appointed as Acting Company Sergeant Major on 10 October 1941.  A/CSM Adams went on course to the Canadian Small Arms Training Centre in Nanaimo, British Columbia from 5 to 25 April 1942.  On return to A15 Canadian Infantry Training Centre now located in Shilo, Manitoba he completed the Methods of Instruction Course and was confirmed in his present rank.  CSM Adams was transferred to the 3rd Battalion, Royal Winnipeg Rifles on 18 August 1942.  On 24 September 1942 he received his commission from the ranks with an appointment as a Provisional Second Lieutenant.  The Rifles from Winnipeg deployed to the east coast where they performed home defense duties in Debert, Nova Scotia.  Having been commissioned he was send on officer’s training at the Officer Training Centre in Three Rivers, Quebec.  On completion of his training he returned to Shilo to the A15 Canadian Infantry Training Centre on 26 March 1943 and was promoted to Lieutenant.  On 1 April 1943 he rejoined the Royal Winnipeg Rifles in Debert, Nova Scotia.  On arrival he went to Sussex Camp, New Brunswick for the 7th Canadian Division Umpires Course as well as being qualified driver wheeled.  Lt Adams married Helen Mary Fitzsimmons on 26 April 1943.  In June of 1943 he attended the Battle Drill Course with S10 Canadian Battle Drill School in Vernon, British Columbia.  On completion, Lt Adams returned to the rifles in Nova Scotia.  Lieutenant Adams deployed overseas arriving in England on 19 September 1943 and was taken on strength to the 2nd Canadian Infantry Reinforcement Unit.  He completed another Battle Course with the Combat Training School from 1 October to 16 November.  On finishing his course he was posted to the 1st Canadian Parachute Battalion.  Lt Adams was admitted to the Military Hospital Shaftsbury from 25 November to 6 December 1943.  On 31 December 1943 he was cross posted to the 1st Canadian Parachute Training Company in order to qualify as a paratrooper.   He also completed another Battle Drill Course with the School of Infantry at Humbleton Camp in March of 1944.  He returned to the 1st Canadian Parachute Battalion proper on 22 May 1944.  The Para’s where in training for their role in the D-Day landings.  1Can Para emplaned on the night of 5 June 1944 with the initial mission of securing Drop Zone ‘V’ on the east flank of the allied beach landings.   They jumped half hour before the main force of the British 6th Airborne Division landing between 0100 and 0130 hours.  The Canadians due to weather and enemy fire where scattered but managed to complete all tasks given to them including destroying bridges over the Dives River, supporting the 9th Battalion Parachute Regiment in the attack on the Merville gun positions, and neutralize the crossroads at Le Mesnil in order to prevent German reinforcements from joining the battle on the Normandy Beaches.  A Company was tasked to protect the 9th Battalion Parachute Regiment and then seize and hold the crossroads at Le Mesnil.  Members of the company reached the crossroads at 0330 hours. Lt Adams was killed in action during these actions and was initially buried at the crossroads.  After the war he was reburied at the war cemetery.  He was awarded the 1939-45 Star, France and Germany Star, Defence Medal, War Medal and the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal with Clasp.  Lt Adams was the son of Horace Lawrence Adams of McDowel, Saskatchewan.  He was the husband of Helen Mary Fitzsimmons Adams of Carman, Manitoba and the father of Carole Adams.  Lt Adams was the brother of Muriel Beauline of Battleford, Saskatchewan.
Adams Hill, Manitoba (map sheet 64O/7)  59° 17’ 49”N  98° 33’ 23”W located near the NWT border was named on 28 February 1995.
Adams Peninsula, Saskatchewan (map sheet 74G/9)  57° 38’N  106° 08’W located on Cree Lake was named on 26 July 1961.
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
