Lincoln, G.A., L/Cpl.
H16394 Lance Corporal Glen Arthur Lincoln of the Princess Patricia’s Canadian Light Infantry died on active service on 9 November 1940 and is buried at the Brookwood Military Cemetery, Surrey, United Kingdom.  Glen was born on 14 July 1919 at Darlingford, Manitoba.  At the age of five, he moved with his family to Sioux Lookout, Ontario where he attended school and completed two years of high school.  After his education he took employment as a tourist guide.  Glen Lincoln joined the Canadian Army in Winnipeg on 24 October 1939 and was taken on strength to the Princess Patricia’s Canadian Light Infantry.  Pte Lincoln deployed overseas with the regiment arriving in Greenock, Scotland on 30 December 1939.  He was admitted to the Connaught Hospital in Aldershot on 8 February 1940 suffering from inflammation to the left knee.  After recovering he rejoined the regiment on 14 February.  On 29 April 1940 he qualified as a driver mechanic.  Lincoln was promoted to Lance Corporal on 25 August 1940.  L/Cpl Lincoln was injured with a fractured skull and died on 9 November 1940.  He was awarded the War Medal and the Canadian Volunteer Service Medal with Clasp.  L/Cpl Lincoln was the son of John Arthur and Martha Ellen Lincoln of Sioux Lookout, Ontario.  He was the brother of Martha May Gamble, Leona Maud Pizziol, Emma Elizabeth Lincoln and Elsie Margaret Lincoln all of Sioux Lookout, Ontario.
Lincoln Lake, Ontario (map sheet 52J/4)  50° 02’ 51”N  91° 42’ 37”W, located southeast of Sioux Lookout was named in his honour on 6 July 1970.
